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ABSTRACT: This invention comprises a tube corrugating
method and apparatus in which a forming tool is selectively
engaged forcefully with and disengaged from the tube while
the tube advances axially past the tool. The tube may be pres-
surized internally with a fluid to improve corrugation shape.
