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Novel method and apparatus for utilizing, in the mining
of subterranean sulphur by the Frasch process, the heat
of water that has accumulated underground above at
least a part of said subterranean sulphur from previous
mining operations comprising subterraneanly recycling
said accumulated underground water downwardly to
contact and heat additional solid subterranean sulphur.
In one embodiment further heat is added to the accumu-
lated underground water. For example, pressurized,
superheated drive water generated above ground is
subterraneanly commingled with said accumulated un-
derground water in a jet pump or ejector to further heat
it and to recycle it subterraneanly.
